Despite the known connection between poverty and
people with disabilities, it remains unclear to what extent this intervention includes or
accommodates them.This study seeks to gain a better understanding of how people with physical
and sensory disabilities access existing microfinance services in the Bushenyi District of Uganda.

These relate to adequate savings or collateral and perceived trustworthiness. These are seen to be
key determinants of success and can be linked to impaired functioning relating to limited mobility,

Abstract: This study summarizes findings from a pilot project that distributed information and
ran workshops in Ethiopia, Ghana, and India, on women's empowerment and microfinance. The
project was funded by the British Small Enterprise Development Fund of the Department of
International Development. Links between microfinance and women's empowerment are viewed
as optimistic, limited by design, cost effective in eliminating poverty, and a misplaced diversion of
resources. Microfinance programs range from small scale self-help groups to large
poverty-targeted banks. One model may vary in delivery, group functions and structures, and
complementary services. This project identified 3 contrasting approaches to microfinance and
women's empowerment: the financial sustainability approach, the integrated community
development approach, and the feminist empowerment approach. However, program evaluations
revealed the need to question the assumptions underlying all 3 approaches. In most programs,
women benefited to a limited degree. Many women did not control the loan use. Most women
were engaged in low paid, traditionally female activities, and increases in income were small.
Resources and time invested in economic activity were limited by responsibility for household
consumption and unpaid domestic work. Microfinance programs sometimes created domestic
tension between spouses and loss of spousal income and support. Group repayment pressures
sometimes created pressures between women. Many women focused on personal rather than
social objectives. The author proposes a gender strategy for microfinance and sets priorities for
further research.

19. Title: Milk production economics and micro financing impacts in Chhotanagpur platue of
Jharkhand

Abstract: The study examined impacts of micro credit on milk production and factor
productivity among tribal farmers of Chhotanagpur platue. Sample responses of 240 farmers were
analysed for this study. The impact was evaluated with the benefits accrued by the beneficiaries
over non-beneficiaries with respect to economic parameter of investment pattern, cost of
production and income component from dairying. The study revealed that investment made on
beneficiary households ((sic) 14398.88) was almost double than non-beneficiary households ((sic)
7506.20). The gross income from dairy enterprise on beneficiary ((sic) 14372) was higher than
that of non-beneficiary ((sic) 10032.72). The difference in net income, and family labour income
was even more pronounced than that of gross income. Marginal value productivity of operational
expenses was positive (2.01) and significant, needs priority. The study observed a very positive
and favourable response of micro credit to the tribal dairy farmers, needs a continued support for
improved income, nutrition and sustained livelihood.

20, Title: Micro-finance, poverty alleviation, and financial reform in China

Abstract: This paper assesses the potential role of micro-finance for poverty alleviation and
financial reform in China in light of China's micro-finance experience to date and ongoing
changes in China's economic, institutional, and policy environment. China's micro-finance
movement began in 1994 and has experienced mixed success. Some small-scale NGO programs
have demonstrated that the poor are capable of repaying loans at relatively high rates of interest
and that such programs can achieve financial sustainability. But the uncertain legal status of
NGOs, a strict financial regulatory environment, and inadequate financial management capacity
prevent program expansion. Changes in credit demand associated with economic restructuring
suggest that micro-finance is not well-placed to lead China's poverty alleviation efforts. As an
example of innovative institutional design, China's micro-finance could help shape the direction of
financial reform and play a future role in a diversified financial system.
